Background

South Gloucestershire Council has secured funding from the West of England Combined Authority (WECA) through the City Region Sustainable Transport Settlement (CRSTS). This funding is designated for infrastructure improvements that support active and sustainable travel, in line with national transport policy. The aim is to make walking, cycling, wheeling, and bus travel safer, more convenient, and more attractive, thereby encouraging a shift away from car use.

Purpose of Scheme

The scheme is designed to enhance pedestrian and cycle connectivity along Bradley Stoke Way and surrounding areas, improving safety and accessibility for all users, including those with mobility impairments.

Proposed Scheme

The proposed scheme includes; 

· Savages Wood Roundabout - 

· Raised parallel crossing

· 3x mini zebra crossings

· 3x toucan crossings

· Bradley Stoke Way – 

· 3x mini zebra crossings

· Patchway Brook Roundabout – 

· 3x Puffin and parallel crossings

· Sparrow crossing 

Informal Consultation

An informal public consultation was carried out via the Commonplace platform in 2023, where residents and stakeholders were invited to share feedback on the proposed improvements. The consultation showed strong support for enhanced pedestrian and cycle infrastructure along Bradley Stoke Way, and the feedback informed the final design of the scheme
