	BRADLEY STOKE WAY, Bradley Stoke south of the Bradley Stoke Way to Wheatfield Drive footpath adjacent to the southbound carriageway

	1 Mini Zebra – uncontrolled


NOTE: With the exception of Mini Zebra crossings 'Zig zag' markings will be installed either side of the above proposed crossings which will prohibit stopping on the approach or exit from the crossing.
