Background

South Gloucestershire Council has secured funding from the West of England Combined Authority (WECA) through the City Region Sustainable Transport Settlement (CRSTS). This funding is designated for infrastructure improvements that support active and sustainable travel, in line with national transport policy. The aim is to make walking, cycling, wheeling, and bus travel safer, more convenient, and more attractive, thereby encouraging a shift away from car use.

Purpose of Scheme

The purpose of the scheme is to improve the reliability and efficiency of bus services along the Bradley Stoke Way by providing targeted bus priority where congestion currently causes delays. 

The introduction of a bus lane also supports wider objectives to reduce congestion, improve air quality and contribute to carbon reduction by encouraging modal shift to more sustainable forms of travel, as set out in both national guidance and the Council’s transport strategy.

Proposed Scheme

The proposed scheme introduces a bus lane along Bradley Stoke Way as shown on drawing T001-428-012. The bus lane is designed to allow buses to bypass sections of recurring congestion, reducing delays and improving timetable adherence.

Informal Consultation

An informal public consultation was carried out via the Commonplace platform in 2023, where residents and stakeholders were invited to share feedback on the proposed improvements. The consultation indicated overall support for measures to improve bus travel along Bradley Stoke Way, including bus priority.
