Philip Francis-Barber opened the meeting confirming the objective of the meeting was to chose 1 or 2 of the feasibility plans to move forwards with and have reviewed by cost consultants following appointment at the Finance Committee meeting on 28/01/2026. The working group proceeded to go through the 5 options and discussed the pros and cons of each of them, the plans are as follows: 

Following discussion councillors identified that options 2 and 5 should be the plans that led the way for further clarification and after review from the cost consultants could be altered to fully align with the expectations. Discussing also took place regarding volume of changing facilities for women and girls as well as the possibility of gender-neutral toilets. 

The working group made the decision that to understand the plans in full a site visit would be paramount, and the next working group meeting was to be in person and include a site visit on 18/02/2026 at 16:00(4PM) at Baileys Court Activity Centre. At 17:00 (5PM) Rose Nicholson left the meeting due to the next part of the meeting being about discussing the clarification received about the cost consultancy work.

[bookmark: _Hlk220411623]11.1	Provision of a publicly accessible defibrillator for Bradley Stoke North

	Following on from work undertaken by Councillor Terri Cullen, a suitable location for a publicly accessible defibrillator for Bradley Stoke North has finally been identified. It has been agreed (by both the proprietor and the landowners) that the defibrillator can be hosted on the wall adjacent to Vees Kitchen at the Pear Tree retail area in Bradley Stoke North. 
The Town Council will purchase the equipment and then donate it to the site who will take overall responsibility for it going forward. It is noted that council will need to formally agree the disposal of this “asset” which we will be purchasing and donating.  

London Hearts currently has a special scheme running which gives a discount and has supplied the following information:

The Defibrillator we supply is the dual functioning Mindray C1A Defibrillator.  The reasons we opt to supply this particular model are:
· Mindray is a major supplier to the NHS throughout England & Wales.  They are therefore considered to be a reputable, financially sound company moving forward.  
· The Mindray C1A Defibrillator is dual functioning and can therefore be applied to a person of any age and the pads are universal for both adults & children (so no need for different ages of pads – which causes confusion and wastes time) – there is a simple switch on the Defibrillator from adult mode to child mode (adult mode being the default mode)
· The Mindray C1A Defibrillator carries out a daily self-diagnostic test meaning it does not require servicing or maintain.  The only maintenance is to change the battery once expired and the pads upon expiry or after use (Defib pads are not reusable)
· The Mindray C1A is a biphasic Defibrillator rather than Monophasic.  Biphasic is the preferred type of Defibrillator.
· The escalating level of Joules shock on the Mindray C1A Defibrillator is 360 J – which is the best level of shock for a public AED.

The Mindray C1A Defibrillator is supplied with:  
AED Battery – 5 years life span from activation (cost of £235.00 exc VAT to replace)
1 x Set of AED Adult/Child Pads – minimum 3 year life span / single use (cost of £47.00 exc VAT to replace)

AED Ops Manual
Free online recorded Defibrillator Awareness and CPR training session with full list of FAQs.
8 year Manufacturer Warranty.  

The manufacturer recommended price for the Mindray C1A Defibrillator is currently £1127.00 plus VAT, however we currently have funding schemes running which enables us to supply the following depending on where you decide to locate the Defibrillator:
· Mindray C1A Defibrillator & External heated Locked Defib caddy Cabinet – currently just £950 exc VAT under our scheme   (Please be advised the external cabinet requires a power supply & is for installation on an external wall)

Optional extras include either a Mindray C Series soft carry case (addition minimum donation of £25.00 exc VAT) or a hard-shell red backpack (additional minimum donation of £126.00 exc VAT). We are also able to supply a Critical Injury Bleed Kit for just £49.50 exc VAT.

P&P of £16.00 and VAT will be applied.  

Our current schemes are being run on a first come first served basis and there is currently no limit to the number of units you wish to obtain. The schemes will run until our funding has been exhausted.  Funding is only secured once your monies have been received.  As with all previous schemes, demand is extremely high so we advise you act promptly.

The only eligibility requirements are: 
· You are based within the UK
· To share with any interested third party our free online recorded CPR/Defibrillator awareness training which we will provide via email at point of dispatch
· Responsible for ongoing maintenance ie., simple routine visual checks, replacing of battery and pads when required.
· External Defibrillators are for installation on an external wall and a power supply is required.  Once installed External Defibrillators must be registered with the ambulance service via www.thecircuit.uk
                                                                                                       
The cost of installing the cabinet and accompanying electrical works is £195.00 + VAT    

Budget
The Town Council currently holds £1,000 of South Gloucestershire Council Member Awarded Funding which Councillor Ben Randles awarded towards the cost of defibrillator. The project is likely to cost in the region of £1,200. 

It is suggested that the additional £200 required is taken from the Community Development Grant Aid budget (nominal code 5074).

	Following discussion, Councillor Natalie Field proposed purchasing the defib with the additional funding coming from the Community Development Grant Aid budget (nominal code 5074), seconded by Councillor Kulwinder Singh Sappal, carried unanimously.
