	1. The submitted plans feature inaccuracies and inconsistencies that fail to accurately depict the proposed carport and its relationship with the host dwelling. As such, these allow for an unacceptable degree of ambiguity as to the precise nature of the development. 
2. By reason of the proposed scale, form, massing and materiality and the lack of information within the application; the proposed carport would result in a detrimental infringement on the level of direct and indirect daylight and sunlight currently afforded to the occupiers of the application dwelling, No.35 Robbins Close. The proposed development would therefore have an unacceptable impact on residential amenity
3. By way of the sitting of the proposed carport, there would be a reduction from 3no. off-street parking spaces to 2no. off-street parking spaces. This reduction in available parking provisions would create unnecessary highway implications.
