· The Town Council reserves the right to make further comment if further consultation is received.

7.1.3    Update on site visit by BSTC to Brabazon

Following an update by Simon Fitton at the last Planning & Environment Committee meeting on 28th January 2026, Councillors requested if it was possible to have a site visit and walk around to get an in person update on the progress of the works. 

Officer has since been in contact with YTL Developments and with the Chair of Council and have arranged for a site visit on the 23rd March 2026 between 12:00 – 15:30. The exact times are yet to be confirmed and logistics of the visit. Officers would recommend that Councillors look to car share for the visit due to limited parking and unavailability of hiring a minibus due to no staff being licensed. 

Councillors should also bring a high visibility jacket or highlight to the office that they need one as we can arrange for vest to be loaned for the duration of the site visit. A further update will go to full council as per the request of this committee on 28th January 2026.
