9.1 	LI25/7856/PREMIS – SGC Variation Premises Licence Application - Baileys Court Inn, Baileys Court Road

Documentation circulated.

Following discussion, Councillor Natalie Field proposed objection to the variation of this premises licence on the following grounds:

· Detrimental to public health
· Potential for increase in anti-social behaviour
· Detrimental to health and wellbeing of local residents
· Increase in noise
· Increase in littering
· Potential for excessive alcohol consumption
· Detrimental to the protection of children from harm

The proposal was seconded by Councillor Kulwinder Singh Sappal. A vote was taken, 5 in favour, 1 against, proposal carried. 


9.2	South Gloucestershire Council (SGC) Parish Street Cleaning & Maintenance Team works in Bradley Stoke 

The SGC parish street cleaning and maintenance team are due to be back in Bradley Stoke in the New Year and they are asking for areas to focus on.
Following discussion, Councillor Jon Williams proposed, seconded by Councillor James Nelson and carried unanimously that the following three areas are focussed on plus asking other councillors if they have any ideas of other areas:

· Clearing of discarded foliage along public footpath which runs behind 138 Ellan Hay Road
· Cleaning of pedestrian route signs in Bradley Stoke
