	The Minutes of the Meeting held on 22nd April 2026 were proposed for acceptance by Councillor Jon Williams, seconded by Councillor Natalie Field. A vote was taken, with 5 in favour and 3 abstentions. The minutes were then signed by the Chair as a correct record.

Councillor Jon Williams proposed objection to the planning application on the grounds of violations against the local plan, namely PSP43 & 47, the land is used as significant amenity land since 1997, incongruous with the streetscene, public safety with the loss of visual open area, inappropriate road network to support the level of building required, no way to build without affecting trees protected by TPO, Overdevelopment of the area, protected wildlife on the land and immediate area, no biodiversity net gain offered, no ecological study undertaken, land within green belt area. The full response to be written by the Chair & Deputy Clerk with the response circulated to the committee for noting, and written into 3 paragraphs with the headings, Location, Land Use, and Amount of Development. Seconded by Councillor Kulwinder Singh Sappal, a vote was taken with 7 in favour and 1 abstention. 

Councillor John Bradbury requested that his decision to abstain be noted was due to his role on the Development Management Committee with South Gloucestershire Council (SGC), and to remain impartial and show no predetermination as the application was likely to be called in by councillors at SGC.   

In light of the fact that it was 9.00pm, in line with Standing Order 1.8, Councillor Sue Bandcroft proposed extending the end of the meeting until 9.30pm, seconded by Councillor Kulwinder Singh Sappal. A vote was taken, and passed unanimously.
