While we’ve recently experienced a temporary reduction in staffing across the South Gloucestershire Neighbourhood Policing Team, we want to reassure you that our commitment to keeping Bradley Stoke safe and supported remains as strong as ever. Although this may mean you see fewer officers out and about for a short time, we’re still here—working hard behind the scenes and in the community. 
 
The good news is that we’ve been informed that staffing levels will be increasing soon, and we’ll keep councillors and community partners updated as this progresses. We’re excited about what’s ahead and look forward to continuing our visible presence in the community. 
 
As summer approaches, we’re preparing for the usual seasonal increase in demand. This typically begins around May or June, but we’re ready to meet the challenge—balancing our duties with a strong focus on community engagement and proactive policing. 
 
We had a fantastic time at the Bradley Stoke Festival and the 10K run! It was brilliant to see so many of you enjoying the day, and we loved chatting with residents of all ages. A big thank you to the Scouts for the delicious s’mores—you made our day! 
 
In the spirit of teamwork, our Bradley Stoke officers are currently lending a hand to support the Winterbourne Neighbourhood Team, who are temporarily without officers. This may cause some minor delays in our local neighbourhood response, but please rest assured: all other police services remain fully operational, and your safety continues to be our top priority.

PARKING ISSUES
 
We are aware that parking concerns—particularly around schools—remain an ongoing issue across Bradley Stoke and neighbouring council areas. 
While the police do have the authority to enforce offences such as parking on white zigzag lines, many parking-related matters fall under the jurisdiction of the local council. We understand the frustration this can cause and are working to address it collaboratively. 

Due to current staffing pressures, we are finding it challenging to carry out regular school patrols. However, we are actively working on a joint initiative with the council to target and reduce instances of poor and inconsiderate parking. 

In the meantime, we continue to engage with both the council and local schools to provide clarity on which parking issues fall under police responsibility and which are managed by the council. This shared understanding helps ensure that concerns are directed to the appropriate authority and dealt with as efficiently as possible. 
 
 
SCHOOL VISITS
 
So far this year, the Bradley Stoke Beat Team has visited eight local schools, with additional visits planned in the coming months. These visits aim to educate pupils about police work and build positive, lasting relationships between schools and their local policing team. Our goal is to ensure that young people feel informed, supported, and confident in knowing who their local officers are and how we serve the community. 
 
 
Business Engagement
 
We continue to maintain a strong and visible presence at the Willowbrook Centre, with regular visits from the Bradley Stoke Beat Team. We are in ongoing communication with the Centre Manager to ensure any issues are addressed promptly and effectively. 
In recent weeks, our team has also held meetings with centre management to explore how our presence might positively influence behaviour and contribute to a safer, more welcoming environment for all visitors.

Street Safe  
 
StreetSafe is a service that allows you to report safety concerns in public places without giving us your name (anonymously). This includes issues like poorly lit streets, abandoned buildings, or vandalism, as well as instances where you feel unsafe due to someone following or verbally abusing you. 
StreetSafe is not for reporting crimes or emergencies. If you witness a crime or emergency, please call the police on 101 or report a crime online. If you're unsure whether something is a crime or not, read our advice. 
Examples of situations that should be reported to StreetSafe include a poorly lit alleyway that makes you feel unsafe or a park with broken equipment that poses a safety hazard. 
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
